Vale Conference Feedback/evaluation:   Committee members discussed the sessions they attended and how the presenters were so insightful and audiences engaged. Committee members commented that it was a very high quality conference on par with the national level.  Michelle Martin asked if committee members liked the new format/schedule and everyone agreed.
Mini-presentation: Amanda Pierkart from Berkeley College gave a very engaging and practical presentation entitled On the Road to Information Literacy Success.  She shared the different information literacy games she plays during her instruction sessions, how they are mapped to the ACRL standards, if they can be used for assessment and what she has learned to increase student engagement and experiences with the games.

Future Meetings and Summer Workshops

Mini presentation for April’s meeting:  We have a tentative yes from Beth Bloom and Marta Deyrup  to present on their finding from the Google Grant project for the April joint committee meeting.
