1. Welcome and Introductions :

2. Minutes of Previous Meetings 

a. VALE SIL - October 8, 2009 minutes were accepted. Matters arising were:

She suggested changing the submission form—VALE SIL members could be administrators. 5. VALE Executive Committee

a. Feedback - Anne Ciliberti

i. VALE is trying  to get 501-C3 status

ii. Discussion about VALE OLE—organize VALE libraries in preparation for open source OLE becoming available

iii. Initiative to sponsor an ACRL program on Scholarly Communication 101, done at a few ACRL meetings. Only 5 of 46 institutions were awarded a grant for a 1-day program on Basics. The subsidy is being offered again, and VALE wants to do a 1-day program and a Follow-up. 

b. VALE Assessment Committee wants to sponsor a ½ day program –like an Open House-- possibly in late spring, to discuss tools and products. They envision booths or tables in a large room with booths for commercial products or locally developed programs with broad enough applications to be adapted for inclusion in other institutions. (e.g. ETS,  SAILS, etc) . The group concurred with the suggestion that this be postponed until after the summer.
