3. VALE/ACRL User Conference feedback  

a. Eleonora reported that the information she received from the ACRL Executive Board indicated that most feedback have been positive. Feedback will be sent directly to the presenters. About a quarter of the comments were on IL, indicating that there is a continuing interest on IL.

b. Jacqui Dacosta said that the Information Literacy Progression Standards has received many positive responses.  Ellen Parker said that some faculty at the Atlantic Cape Community College found the Standards very helpful and they have incorporated IL elements of the Standards in their syllabi. She will write a case study for the Progression Standards wiki. Eleonora will write a newsletter article about the Standards for NJLA/ACRL, incorporating the use experience of the Atlantic Cape Community College. 
4. ACRL Assessment Track Immersion Program Sharing
Ma Lei gave a PowerPoint presentation and shared what she learned last December from the ACRL Assessment Immersion Program at Nashville, Tennessee. She illustrated the cycles for student learning outcomes and for program outcomes, briefed common tools used for assessment, and tips for problem solving. Owing to copyright concerns, the presentation cannot be posted on the UserEd. wiki, but the bibliography can be posted.
